 How is He here if He went 'Up There?'  
  

I realized a disconnect going on in my Adult 
Sunday Class, Bible Study and probably I suspect,  
in my sermons.  I brought the disconnect to the 
attention of the Sunday Learning Hour: When I talk 
about "the church" e. g.  . "the church needs to 
wrestle with.  . the church is doing. . . the church is 
stuck at, the church is reconsidering". . . people 
here seem to think I mean the worshipping 
congregation of 60-70 folks at CTK in Windsor.  I 
don't.  Nope.  I always mean the church.  That is; 
the Body of Christ present in the world.  Now I can 
understand to a great degree that our congregation 
is important to folks here.  It certainly is important to 
me.  But I do think that we are missing something 
terribly vital and important if we stop there with what 
we mean by "the church".  

We experienced the Church last Wednesday 
when some of the clergy of Windsor were treated to 
a gracious and generous Lunch by some of the 
WELCA gals of CTK.  

Episcopalian, Congregationalist, Holy Zion 
Some of us experienced the Church at Pastor David 
Halmers' wife's funeral in Manchester when our 
Bishop, Margaret Payne and clergy from all over two 
states gathered together to reenter the Resurrection 
that the Lord has gifted us with. We had a talk from 
Paul Rohr on Calumet Sunday and realize our link 
to this vital New England Synod ministry. We pray 
for the ELCA that we are but a link in the chain for. 
We designate voting members to attend the New 
England Synod Assembly. We inform ourselves of 
the issues before the Lutheran World Federation 
and the catholic community of millions on earth that 
we belong to.  

I'd like us to lift up this understanding of the 
many expressions and links that we, little CTK 
congregation of Windsor, are a valuable piece of.  
Why?. .  It's Easter season. One of the powerful 
ways that our Risen Lord is still in the world and 
among us is in His Body(as St.  Paul tells us)which 
is the church throughout the world. In Jesus' image 
from the gospel of John, branches of the one vine 
stay alive and bear fruit only if they remain 
connected to the vine.   

We want to be alive and fruitful as Christians. 
We want to remain part of the vine, recalling that it is 
great to be a branch but it is also great to step back 
and see all the branches that we belong to on the 
One vine. Or,  in Paul's metaphor, the hand cannot 
say to the foot "I have no need of you" but all the 
parts of the Body are important, are necessary.  
We are the local Lutheran expression of the church.  
And that is a great honor. Yet we are part of so 
much more. This Easter, I'd like us to focus on the 
"so much more. " 

And I think that this will help us appreciate even 
more our calling to be God's Easter People, in the 
words of a (newer) hymn" and we though many 
throughout the earth, we are One Body in this One 
Lord. "
